
The Wilber-Clatonia Board of Education  held their annual Board re-organization meeting at the beginning of January.  Board officers and members 

are:  Bob Sykes, President, Chris Cervney, Vice President, Scott Havel, Treasurer, members:  Jerry Petracek, Michelle Pryor and Tim Riechers.  All of 

the Board members serve on the various standing and special committees of the District.  Governor Heineman declared the week of January 22-28 as 

School Board Member week and although this newsletter will reach most of you after the week of the 22nd, I would urge you to reach out and thank 

these Board Members for their efforts in making Wilber Clatonia schools the ñBest that they can beò. 

The Board also met in retreat on January 11th.  During the morning session, the members reviewed the Nebraska State Board of Educationôs  new 

performance  frameworks for Principalôs and Teachers.  The members also compared our current policy and tools with the guiding framework.  This led 

to some robust discussion on the merits and challenges of our current evaluation models for the Superintendent, the Principals and the teaching staff.   

After lunch, the Board and Administration reviewed the goals set in 2011 and looked at various District Data.  One goal is to improve academic 

achievement.  In reviewing indicators of achievement, it was noted that the 2011 NeSA reading assessment for the District had improved from a 56.3% 

proficiency rate to 66.9%.  Overall, student achievement on MAPs was also improved.  Wilber-Clatonia data showed 68.8% of District students profi-

cient as measured with the NeSA math tool, as compared to the State mark of 62.8% proficient.  Mr. Brozovsky has been sharing the K-6 mid-year 

DIBELs (another measure of reading) results and those results appear to be exceptional.  If we can continue this kind of reading growth  I will predict 

excellent performers on future assessments and the development of Great readers.   

A second District goal is to Maintain or enhance Academic Programming.  Indicators of success includes the review of the math curriculum and pro-

gramming and changes made to insure the District is meeting and exceeding Nebraskaôs State standards.  We also have made significant building 

improvements to library and special education spaces.  These  improvements should help us enhance programming in the future.   

A third District goal is to Improve Technology Integration.   We continue to support staff participation in the ESU 6 Technology Integration Group (TIG).  

Students are utilizing more on-line assessment tools and staff are investigating the use of ñAngelò, an on-line curriculum tool similar to BlackBoard.  

Black Board is something many students are required to use in college. 

After review of the indicators, it is apparent the District is making progress.  The Board did not change the goals but instead raised the bar by changing 

the indicators.  Students, staff and administrators are challenged to continue to improve student academic growth.  We must continue to identify and 

expand programming to meet the needs of all of our students and finally we must integrate technology at all levels.  This will require professional devel-

opment for staff and training of students in the ñacceptable useò of technology.  We will have to expand our ability to access on-line tools and resources 

which will necessitate the installation of a secure wireless system.  By working towards these goals, we will be working with students to meet the goal 

of college and career readiness.  We will help each student ñbe the best they can be.ò

VERIFICATION OF FINANCIAL 

NEED FOR W-C FOUNDATION 

SCHOLARSHIPS 

The Wilber -Clatonia Foundation 

board struggles each year at schol-

arship selection time with the question of financial 

need for scholarship applicants. The process has 

been changed in the hope to make it more equita-

ble for the applicants and somewhat easier for the 

Foundation board during the selection process.  

If the applicant is applying for a scholarship that lists 

financial need as a criterion, the applicant will be 

required to provide a Student Aid Report (SAR)  from 

the federal government. This will require that the 

FAFSA form be completed, submitted, and the SAR 

returned with the application prior to the scholarship 

deadline of March 21, 2012 . In order to meet this 

timeline, the applicant will have to complete the 

FAFSA early in February and submit online to assure 

return of the SAR by the March 21, 2012 deadline.   

The following must be done in order to complete the 

FAFSA process: 

1. Apply and receive PIN numbers for the appli-

cant and parent at www.pin.ed.gov.  

2. Complete tax preparation for parent and appli-

cant prior to filing the FAFSA. Taxes do not have 

to be submitted, but they will have to be calcu-

lated to complete the FAFSA form.  

3. If help is needed in the process, schedule a time 

to meet with Mr. Finley or with the Education-

Quest Foundation at 1 -800-303-3745 or at 

www.educationquest.org . 

 

 

JUNIORS: You should be considering when you will 

take the ACT or SAT to have scores available for 

next fall. The latest date to test to be eligible for 

most freshmen scholarship applications would be 

the December, 2012 test date. If you desire to take 

the test more than once, you should be looking at 

the summer or early fall date.  

If a junior is interested in dual credit classes as a sen-

ior, an ACT score of 18 in English will be required prior 

to completion of registration with SCC for the col-

lege credit portion of the classes. Please schedule 

an ACT in April so that confirmation may be made 

prior to SCCõs fall quarter. Sign up date for the April 

ACT is March 9, 2012.  

You will need to begin looking seriously at some pos-

sibilities of postsecondary institutions in which you 

are interested. Get information from them and be-

gin looking closely at which institutions have what 

you require. This early investigation will make next 

year much easier and less stressful. Take advantage 

of college visitations to the school by representatives 

and talk with them and other students who are al-

ready in college. Get as much information as you 

can. Next fall we can begin to sort through it to 

make a final decision.

Itõs time to prepare for 

the FAFSA! 

Preparation is the key to 

successfully completing 

and filing the Free Applica-

tion for Federal Student 

Aid( FAFSA). The FAFSA is 

the application for state, 

federal and college spe-

cific financial aid. Even if 

you donõt think youõll qualify for need-based finan-

cial aid, you should complete the FAFSA to qualify 

for low -interest student and parent loans.  

Follow these steps to complete the FAFSA and the 

financial aid process:  

Contact the college(s) you applied to and ask for 

their FAFSA priority filling date. Because some types 

of financial aid are awarded first -come, first -served, 

itõs important that  you submit the FAFSA before that 

date.  

Request a Personal Identification Number (PIN)  for 

you and one for a parent at www.pin.ed.gov. The 

PIN is your signature for the online FAFSA.  

Complete your 2011 taxes early as the FAFSA re-

quires current tax information.  

Gather these student and parent items:  

2011 federal income tax forms and, if applicable, 

Schedule K -1 (Form 1065)  

2011 W-2 forms 

Studentõs driverõs license number 

Social Security numbers  

Birth dates  

Date parents were married, separated, divorced 

or widowed  

Current cash, savings and checking account bal-

Current investment values (stocks, bonds, mutual 

funds, CDs, etc.) excluding your home and retire-

ment accounts

value of a family farm that you or your parents live 

on and operate.)

Other untaxed income in 2011 such as hous-

ing/food/living allowances for military and clergy  

Alien Registration Number for eligible non -citizens  

Be prepared to answer the following FAFSA question:

Complete and file the FAFSA electronically at 

www.fafsa.gov before your collegeõs priority date.

Expect a Student Aid Report  acknowledging that 

your form was processed.  

Expect Financial Aid Award Notifications  in the 

spring from the colleges you listed on your FAFSA. 

The notifications will detail the assistance the col-

leges are offering (could be a combination of schol-

arships, grants, work -study and student loans).  

Apply for student and parent loans (if necessary)  in 

the summer through your college.
